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Biomedical Science Day 4th June 2026 – School Take Part Guide
A classroom challenge introducing biomedical science careers
My World of Work and NHS Scotland Careers celebrating Biomedical Science Day on the 4th June.  Participation is from Monday 1st June to Friday 5th June 2026.
What is Classroom Clash ‘Super Samples’?
Super Samples is an interactive classroom activity that introduces pupils to biomedical science and NHS laboratory careers by following the journey of patient samples through a hospital laboratory.
What is the Super Samples: Beat the Clock Challenge
For Biomedical Science Day 2026, schools are invited to take part in the Super Samples: Beat the Clock Challenge – a fun, team‑based activity where learners work together against time, just like real NHS laboratory using the Super Samples game. Super Samples supports learning for life and work by helping young people see how science can lead to meaningful careers in healthcare.
The focus is on participation, curiosity and teamwork!
How to take part
Work as an NHS laboratory team to test and process as many samples as possible before time runs out.
· Pupils race against the clock, not against other schools
· Success is about: 
· teamwork
· communication
· problem‑solving
· Every class that takes part is recognised – there is no pass or fail
This reflects how biomedical scientists work every day to deliver timely, accurate results that support patient care. 
What Schools Need to Do
Taking part is simple and flexible.
1. Run the Super Samples / Classroom Clash activity
Use the ready‑made lesson plan and game resources (see the links and QR codes)
2. Set a time limit
For example, one lesson take-over to try out as many attempts or a set countdown on the number of attempts.
3. Work in teams
Pupils take on biomedical scientist roles, make decisions and process samples as efficiently as possible – add their scores to the classroom board table.
4. Take part in one of the mock lab experiments from the lesson plan (optional)
How to Share Your Participation
Schools can choose one or more ways to share their involvement:
· ✅ Share your team score
“Our class processed 18 samples in 30 minutes.”
· ✅ Share a photo
· Teams working together
· Lab boards, mock lab experiment resources, teamwork in action
· No pupils need to be identifiable
· ✅ Share a reflection
· One thing pupils learned about biomedical science
· One teamwork skill they used to beat the clock for the challenge
